Lesson Plan Title:

Key Concept(s) in this lesson: How many choices do you have?
Grade Level:3
Section 1: WHAT YOU WANT STUDENTS TO KNOW, BE ABLE TO DO, OR FEEL/UNDERSTAND
Standards addressed (EALRs, GLEs): Component 1.1 Understand and apply concepts and procedures from number sense.

GLE 1.1.5 Understand the meaning of multiplication and division of whole numbers.

Lesson Goals: Students use words, pictures, and physical models to understand the meaning of multiplication and translate from one representation to another.
Specific Objectives: Given a teacher lead interactive lesson students will be able to use pictures, words or acting out the story to solve the problem.  Students determine how many different outfit combinations can be made if there are 5 different colored shirts to choose from and 5 different colored jeans to choose from.

Section 2: HOW WILL YOU KNOW THAT THE LEARNING TARGETS WERE MET?
Pre-assessments: Students asked to solve multiplication problems using pictures.

Formative Assessments: Students are able to dramatize a story problem and translate it into a diagram and number sentence.

Summative Assessment: Students create and act out story problems.

Section 3: HOW WILL YOU HELP YOUR STUDENTS MEET THE LEARNING TARGETS?

Scripted guiding questions that you will ask your students.  You may want to include some possible answers you might get.  You certainly want to be prepared to respond to a variety of answers.

Room Arrangement:Students work in groups of four around the classroom.

Materials Needed: Clothing articles accessories.

Accommodations For Special Needs: (e. g. ELL, 504, ADA). Students use pictures to describe a story problem and problem solving strategies.

Activities (Label each step in the process:  Activating Prior Knowledge, Disequilibration, Elaboration, Crystallization)
	Time
	What Teacher Does

You are going out with some friends and a friend wants to borrow some cloths. You dramatize her choices of outfits. Students take one of four roles within their group. The person who is lending her friend  four shirts, three pants  and one skirt, how many different outfits can she make. The other student considers the choices available to her and combines the clothing in various ways to create different outfits. Another person in the group illustrates the dramatization on paper, while the fourth member comes up with some equations to show their thinking. Although students have their own roles they collaborate and discuss each type of product. Students get an opportunity to practice and perform different after each problem. Then students come up with their own problems using pets, toys, television program, sports teams, etc. to dramatize another story problem, Remember it is important to be able to explain, show and illustrate your thinking so others will read it and understand your thinking.


	What Students Do

Student get into groups, divide out the roles, dramatize the problem and follow the steps listed under teacher talk.

Students make up their own story problems using two factors.

Extension: Students who grasp the concept will create story problems using three factors to work with, for example; students can create outfits using a choice of two shirts, three pants and two different belts that they can combine to create different outfits. What are the outfit combinations pssible.
