	Teacher will demonstrate task to ELL and special needs students. She will let them work in and/or observe groups doing the project. She will let them freely manipulate the cubes.

	Introductory Activity or hook:

Teacher will remind students that they have been counting to ten and learning the count to ten song.  She will demonstrate how to count to ten by separating a group of ten counting cubes into two groups and creating a number sentence. She will then demonstrate using the same groupings of cubes, how to subtract from ten by separating the blocks into two groups and then hiding one of the groups and writing a number sentence. She will ask students if they see a relationship between adding and subtracting.

	
	Teacher will walk around room as students work, doing formative assessments by asking questions. The teacher will also help groups that need it. 

	Students will get into groups of two’s. Each group will have 10 connecting cubes (5 different colors). The students will come up with as many ways as possible to come up with ten by separating the connecting cubes into two groups. The students will document the different ways that they came up with on a sheet of paper in a number sentence format. Eg. 3 + 7  = 10
Next they will do an activity in which the students will take turns hiding a certain number of cubes behind their back. The other students will have to figure out how many cubes are behind the students back by looking at how many cubes are visible.  The student will then say the number sentence, and write it down on a sheet of paper. Eg. 4 – 6 = 10

Last, students will write a sentence or two describing the relationship between adding and subtracting.
