Micro-teaching Lesson Evaluation Packet

1. Lesson Plans, including all handouts and materials

2. Pre and post assessments with answer keys and evaluation scales, rubrics

3. Student pre and post assessments and analysis of results for Positive Impact on Student Learning

· Based on the PREASSESSMENT:  Where were they on the EALR BEFORE you began?

· Based on the POSTASSESSMENT:  Where are they on the EALR after?

· Based on written student interviews notes asking Positive Impact questions (What learning outcome are you working toward? Why is this learning important? How is your learning being evaluated? What progress have you made with regards to this learning? How do you know? What steps would you need to take next? What resources might you use?)
· HOW did your teaching influence their learning?

· Based on their post assessment, what will you do NEXT to help them progress?

4. TEACHER ASSESSMENT of your teaching on RUBRIC

5. SELF ASSESSMENT of your teaching on RUBRIC

6. Written Peer feedback from video to include comments on Teacher Presence as described in the handout

7. Written self-reflection.  Use the teacher assessment, the self-assessment, and the written peer feedback to inform this final reflection. Include specific feedback comments from each group (teacher, self, peers) and reflection on those comments.  Your reflection should also include specific ways in which you would change, or modify this lesson if done again.  For instance, instead of saying, “next time I will give more specific directions,” actually write out the directions you would give.  It should also include reflections on your Teacher Presence.

Video and reflection

-Get together in groups of 3-5 to watch your videotapes of your microteaching.  

-Select for your peers to review:

5 minutes of your “best teaching”

5 minutes of a part where you need the most help

-Collect written feedback from peers (this can be individually, or someone can record oral responses)
