( Reading Strategies: Focus on Comprehension
Chapters 1 and 2—General approach to creating a reading program; exploration of different functions of reading; discussion of both personal and social reading

Chapter 3—Includes a section on both teacher evaluation and the role of self-evaluation

The remainder of the book is a collection of reading strategy lessons divided up based on the general cueing system that is targeted: semantic/pragmatic, syntactic or graphophonic.

Each lesson starts with an evaluation of who will benefit: describes the types of readers who would benefit including those readers who show consistent miscue patterns. So if you are looking for particular help with students after doing a Burke or a Miscue Analysis you would look for the description of your reader in this part.

Many of the lessons include excerpts/passages/text examples you could use.

Each lesson ends with an example of how to expand or extend the work and lists further readings/books to help students develop the strategy.

( Reading Strategies for the Content Areas (Volume 1 and 2)
Each reading tool described in these volumes includes a check box in the upper right hand corner that lists which strategies of independent strategic readers are supported by the tool. These are:

1. Have strategies to use when encountering new words.

2. Connect new knowledge to make meaning.

3. Think ahead to what might be coming.

4. Continually evaluate own understanding.

5. Create images of what is being read.

6. Periodically summarize what is read.

7. Use textual cues, visuals and organization.

8. Have a plan for how to approach the task.

In Volume 1 on page 31 and Volume 2 on page 56 there is an organizing chart that allows you to see which strategies are supported by each tool. This is a good place to start if you are looking for tools to enhance specific strategies.

(Teaching Reading in the Content Areas
Section 1 (pg. 1-39) outlines 3 interactive elements of reading: the reader, the text features and the climate. It provides an overview of the teacher’s role in each of these areas.

Section 5 outlines all of the Reading Strategies. This book divides the work into three phases:


Preactive—preparation before reading


Interactive—assistance during reading

Reflective—reflection after reading

There is a chart on page 69 that lists the reading strategies and which phase(s) are covered by each one.

This book has lots of examples of visual/graphic organizers for different strategies.

( Strategic Reading in the Content Areas
Page viii has a chart describing which specific strategies are covered under which content areas.

Chapter 4 is on metacognition and how to help students become metacognitive (Think: Positive Impact on Student Learning).

Chapter 6 contains the specific content area examples.

Chapter 7 contains strategies for specific types of learners (i.e. Special Ed., ESL, and adolescents).

On page 225 there is a list of questions to assess the effectiveness of textbooks.
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
