Classroom Management during History

Teachers:

We want you to practice your classroom management skills when it is your turn to teach your chapter of Spring’s book. To facilitate your understanding of classroom management, you should complete the assessment instrument on page 7, Beliefs about Discipline Inventory and the one on page 224, the Scale of Authoritarian vs. Democratic Teaching Styles to help clarify your initial approach to discipline and classroom management. In addition you should scan through the text, identify the classroom management approach that best reflects your personal beliefs. Read that chapter. Write a brief reflection on why you chose this approach and why it resonates with you. Then, based on this approach, write a step by step classroom management plan to present to the faculty and your two observers along with your lesson plan. Make sure you check in with your observers for feedback on your management style.

Students: 

Over the course of the quarter you will serve as the classroom students when one of your colleagues teaches their designated chapter. By Week 2 each of you should develop a student persona. You can base that persona on a youth you know or have known or on yourself as a youth. In addition, you should develop this persona based on the demographics of your current placement school and conduct a brief community scan that allows you to understand the persona you craft using the demographic environment of the community of your placement school. You will need this persona throughout the quarter so you’ll have plenty of time to deepen this identity. During the lesson be sure to engage this persona as a member of the class.
