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· The most important evaluation is self-evaluation 

· The main goal of evaluating students is to help them learn more.

· Authentic assessment focuses on student’s strengths. It celebrates their strengths.

· Authentic assessment is assessed while they are learning, not just before and after.

· Anecdotal notes are to learn more about student’s developmental notes and interests.

· When observing students, observe them with a purpose (checklist, rubrics). 

· Students should be involved in helping construct the rubrics for their assignments. 

· Students can also help with anecdotal notes by documenting their own work. (ex: centers, book lists and reviews)

· Student portfolios display student’s strengths. They include student self-evaluations.
·  Parents should be encouraged to respond to what they see in portfolios.  (What do you notice your child is able to do well? Did you have any surprises? Did the portfolio help you understand your child’s progress?
