THE CONTINUUM OF LITERACY LEARNING (K-2)

· It has tabs.
· Book is for grades K-2

· The book attends to both reading and writing

· It has a glossary

· Each sections talks about within the text, about the text and beyond 

the text
· Book is closely related to Teaching for Comprehension and Fluency book.

· Lots of lists
· The four most important principles this book is based on are:

· Students learn by talking

· Students need to process a large amount of written language

· The ability to read and comprehend text is expanded through talking and writing.

· Learning deepens when students engage in reading, talking, and writing about texts across many different instructional contexts.
· This is what it looks like

· Each grade is broken into the same categories – 

· Interactive read aloud and literature discussion: students engage in discussion with one another with a text that they have heard, read aloud or have read independently.

· Shared and performance reading: students read together or take roles in reading.  They reflect the meaning of the text with their voices.
· Writing about reading: students extend their understanding of text through a variety of writing genres and sometimes with illustrations.
· Writing : students compose and write their own examples of a variety of genres written for varying purposes and audiences.
· Oral, visual and technological communication: students present their ideas through oral discussion or presentations or through the use of technology.
· Phonics, spelling and word study: students learn about the relationship of letters to sounds as well as the structure of words to help them in reading and spelling.
· Guided reading: students read a teacher-selected text in a small group.  The teacher provides explicit teaching and support for reading increasingly challenging texts.
