 “Continuous learning is the real power of assessment-or it should be. When we evaluate our students’ learning or ask them to evaluate themselves, our primary goal should be to help them learn more.”

Six underlying principles that define authentic assessment

· Continuous
· Integral to curriculum – children are constantly assessed  - not just pre and post lesson

· Developmentally and culturally appropriate

· Focus on student strength

· Self- evaluation 

· Collaboration between teachers, students, and parents

Two-way street – while we teach them, they teach us how effective we are as teachers. 

Documenting the different ways of knowing – things to document on a clipboard sheet
· Coming to know: the process of learning

 

Engagement, Collaboration, Flexibility 

· Showing you know: the products of learning
Understanding content, conventions and forms, presentation, detail, purpose

· Knowing you know: reflection
Questions for the learner, questions for the teacher
Kidwatching – watch students throughout the day and keep a journal to record observations.
