20. What is language form and what are its three components? For each component, describe possible classroom implications, and provide several modifications or accommodations you would use.

21. Discuss the prevalence of communication disorders. What percentage of students have communication disorders, and how does this percentage change from preschool to elementary school? What percentages of students have a primary disability of communication disorders? Where are the majority of these students served? Describe how communication disorders affect boys differently than girls.

22. What role does the general education teacher play in the identification of students with communication disorders? Provide examples of questions general education teachers may ask about their students to determine the possibility of difficulties in the three areas of language.

18. Answer: Answer should define communication disorders and explain that communication disorders may be developmental or acquired through injuries or diseases that affect the brain. The response should also include the three broad categories communication disorders are divided into: speech disorders, language disorders, and hearing disorders and list speech disorders as the most typical among students.

19. Answer: Responses should explain that individuals have speech disorders when their communication is intelligible, unpleasant, or interferes with communication. In addition, the response should include a description of the component, classroom implications, and appropriate modifications.

20. Answer: Should explain that form refers to the structure of the language. Form includes phonology, morphology, and syntax. Students should also define each of these three components, provide examples of possible classroom implications (i.e., students with poor phonological awareness are not able to generate rhyming words), and modifications or accommodations teachers can use in their classrooms (i.e., teaching root words and affixes to students with poor morphologic skills).

21. Answer: Answer should list the percentage of students who receive services for communicative disorders. In addition, students should explain that a greater percentage of pre-school age children than school-age children are identified with communication disorders as their primary disability. Responses should also include the percentage of students who have a communication disorder as their primary disability and identify the general education classroom as the place where 85% of these students receive services. In addition, response should describe the differences in prevalence among boys and girls. The best essays will also explain that many pre-schoolers identified as having a communication disorder are often classified as having a learning disability when they move into elementary school.

22. Answer: Response should describe the role of the general education teacher in the identification of students with communication disorders (i.e., the general education teacher is an observer and listener of students; the general education teacher shares concrete findings and concerns with the school's speech pathologist). In addition response should list the three areas of possible difficulty in language (form, content, and use) and examples of questions teachers may ask to determine if problems exist.

23. Answer: Responses may include: the use of the speech and language pathologist as a source of information on what skills need to be reinforced; developing personal cueing systems for students who have difficulty responding in large groups; creating an accepting environment in the classroom; using augmentative communication systems to compensate for impairments, etc.

24. Answer: Answer should describe the type of atmosphere they want to have in their classroom and address how their verbal interactions with the children will help promote langage development. The responses should include specific examples of cuing systems, response times, classroom rules or other tips that help create a classroom that make students feel comfortable.

25. Answer: Response should refer to the examples in “Tips for Teachers 4.5”. Most importantly, the response should indicate that teachers should follow the child’s lead and ask questions that elicit more than a “yes or no” response.
