EH Project Guidelines

As part of your project you are asked to submit weekly one-page or less progress reports. This could come from a project team or individual project participant. The weekly report could/should comment on any or all of the following: 

· - Key developments in the project (that is, what’s been achieved over the week)

· - Conceptual (big idea) features that have emerged or become clearer or strengthened

· - Problems/challenges

· - Thoughts/questions about science-social science connections

· - Any support needed from faculty

By Wednesday of Week 2 prepare a one page week-by-week plan as best as you can predict. This should be a brief time-line of milestones to be met at certain points through the course of your project. You may adopt a graphic depiction of the timeline. 

Make sure you develop two things as you move on:

1 – References and bibliography and

2 – Appendices of key material, critical data, web sources etc

Be prepared to provide short progress reports to others in the program on Friday afternoon project consultation sessions. Come with problems, challenges and questions that you’d like to consult with the rest of us about. Report on your discoveries in the process of problem solving, thoughts and new insights, new resources that others can find helpful.

Work toward a preliminary draft that you will submit for review to your faculty and two peer reviewers in the program. This will be a rough draft, of necessity, identifying the main framework and research question that directs your project, literature review, research to date (preliminary findings from lab, interviews, fieldwork), preliminary conclusions. This could/should be about 8-10 pages or more depending on the project. Consider this a substantial piece of work of senior thesis quality. DUE DATE: Friday, of Week 7. 

Week 8, Friday: All draft reports will be returned to researcher/authors, with comments. 

Week 9: Final consultations with faculty about project development and finalization.

Week 10: Presentations on Tuesday and Wednesday.  Final written projects will be due on Thursday. 

Finally, we ask that you identify the amount of effort and energy devoted to each science and social science part of your project. This will represent your intended workload allocation to each component.
