Course Description:

Course activities and assignments are designed to help us develop the

knowledge, skills, and attitudes needed to become skillful and thoughtful users and producers of instructional technology. This course explores the integration of educational technology through interactive, multimedia design utilizing the software applications found in iLife and iWorks. The foundations of making interactive projects will be taught in class during our technical sessions. These sessions will include organization strategies for effectively using Keynote, web-based resources, and in-class discussions. The goal of the course is to help us all achieve a greater understanding of issues and techniques related to the integration of educational technology in 6-12 educational settings.

Technology and More Capable Others:

While we are learning new skills, it is important to observe others performing the skill.  We can learn by watching "experts" perform as in watching master teachers and also by observing others who are not experts. As part of this course, participation will be based on a co-constructed, co-learning technology experience. That is, we will all help each other learn how to perform skills required for these projects. Where one has expertise, perhaps that can be shared to help those with less expertise. However, at the beginning of the course, Frank Barber will join the class and provide technological support as we learn the applications.

Project 1: Information Design / Presenting Tools--Teacher to Student 


Description: Your first project will be an interactive multimedia piece, created 
using Keynote. Your intent is to introduce and explain a concept related to your 
subject area, possibly giving some examples or illustrations. The best projects 
will use interaction (i.e., animation, hyperlinks) to enhance understanding.


*Most projects will have an introduction with 3 sections.


*Each project will build upon the skills learned from the previous project/s.


Project 2: Multimedia Project for Students


Description: Your second project will build upon the first project in terms of 
skills, but will be based upon projects where your students are the producers 
(i.e., digital story, personal biography). Begin to identify technology standards.


Project 3: Instructional Technology Solutions 

Description: Your third project will be based on an instructional design that customizes learning solutions or tutorials for students’ needs. That is, you will customize a program to aid students’ development (i.e., drill and practice, 5-step tutorial/procedure). Begin to identify technology standards.
