You’ll have 30 MINUTES to teach and 10 minutes to receive feedback from your peers.

Bring copies of your lesson plan to share with your group & seminar instructor.  
Step 3: 
Come prepared to TEACH your lesson to a small group on the designated day. (See table below for your group and the week you will be teaching.)

Step 4:
Using the written feedback provided by your peers, WRITE a reflection and REVISE your lesson plan based on feedback.

Step 5: 
SUBMIT to your seminar instructor on Wednesday of the following week,

· Original lesson plan

· ALL peer feedback

· Reflection and revised lesson plan
