GUIDELINES FOR MODELS OF TEACHING

GOALS

1. Explore and become familiar with various models of teaching.

2. Examine ways in which teaching models have been applied across curriculum content areas.

3. Select specific teaching models to demonstrate in class and discuss further applications.

PROCEDURES

1. Everyone read the Introduction and chapter 1of Classroom Instruction and Management. 
2. Though you will work with your group specifically on one model, EVERYONE will read all the chapters listed below.  Each person will select ONE skill, strategy, or idea and then write lesson plans for that skill, strategy, or idea using EACH  of the models.  This is an individual task to be completed in addition to the group task outlined below.  Please see the syllabus for the due dates for these individually written lesson plans.

3. Divide into 6 groups.

4. Each group will be responsible for ONE of the following chapters:

· Chapter 8: Presentation (From Old version on e-reserve)

· Chapter 9: Concept Teaching (From Old version on e-reserve)

· Chapter 2: Direct Instruction

· Chapter 3: Cooperative Learning

· Chapter 4: Problem-Based Instruction

· Chapter 5: Classroom Discussion

5. Group members will then divide the responsibilities of preparing a 30-40 minute presentation on their chapter which will include:

            i). A ONE-PAGE handout which outlines the following:

                  a) Perspective and Rationale

                  b) Knowledge Base

                  c) Main Features

                  d) Procedures
 e) A student classroom community to whom you would present this lesson (i.e. gender demographic, English language learners, special education students, socio-economic status, etc).  Draw from your field experiences to briefly describe this student body.
            ii). A written sample lesson plan constructed in this model

            iii). A live demonstration of a lesson constructed in this model.  
NOTE:   Each member must have an ACTIVE role in the lesson presentation
6. Write an INDIVIDUAL evaluation paragraph for EACH of your peers.  We will identify the criteria and kinds of feedback that will be constructive in class.  Remember, that the spirit of feedback is to help folks improve skills that will support them in the program and as teachers. Hand the evaluations in to Grace on the Friday after your group presents.   (DI, Coop and Presentation groups – due 10/31;   PBI, Concept Attainment and Discussion groups – due 11/7)

· RUN OFF
