3. Resource list including thorough critical review of two resources and detailed annotations for at least 5 more resources that you plan to include in your professional library.

Observation of lesson and reflection— On selected Thursdays, you will observe Pamelia’s 12:04 class at Oakland Bay Junior High School.  After this 5th period class, while Pamelia teaches her last class, you will have about an hour to reflect on what you saw using the “learning edges reflection” protocol. You’ll debrief the lesson and discuss art pedagogy with Pamelia from 2-4pm.
