STUDENT TEACHING INFORMATION

· Loren does his best to find placements that will match at least part of your requests.  That being said, the request doesn’t guarantee that you’ll get exactly what you asked for.  Remember there are many variables he’s negotiating –school, grade, district, mileage, teacher interest, and principal support are among a few of them.

· Please do not make your own student teaching arrangements.   Do not  approach a teacher directly and ask him/her if you could be his/her student teacher.  Two reasons:  (i) Principals and HR folks want to be consulted.  They often have a system for assigning mentor teachers.  They may have a good reason for not wanting the teacher you are interested in to take on a student teacher.  (ii)   Some teachers feel put in an awkward position of having to say “yes” when you ask them face to face.  

So,… what do you do instead?  If you have a particular teacher you’d be interested in working with, let Loren know.  He will factor it in to his work and go through the channels that the principles and human resource folks want us to go through.
