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HISTORY TRY OUT TEACHING—MIT 2010

History Try Out Teaching is one of several opportunities you will have to continue refining your teaching skills this quarter.  Each of you will be responsible for teaching one chapter from The American School to a group of twelve people; three people will teach in each group for four weeks.  Each person (or pair of students) will have 30 minutes for her/his lesson, which means making decisions about essential content and concepts that need to be conveyed or explored. If you ARE NOT teaching in a particular week, you are still expected to read the assigned chapters.  PLEASE NOTE:  Read the directions below and be aware that student learning objectives (SLOs), MOT, and assessment questions for each teacher are due the Sunday by 5 p.m. BEFORE you teach on Tuesday.

· History TOT Directions
1) Check the list to determine the chapter and week you will be teaching.

2) If this is not your week to teach:

·  read the chapters, keeping your master’s paper question in mind. Using your text and the web, find out what was happening politically, socially, and economically, to your Masters question during the time period of your chapter. Make a list and bring it to class.
· Complete the history assessment that the TOT teachers will post after their lesson on ELM.  The assessment is due in class the following week – hand it in to your “teacher.”
3) If this is your week to teach, read your chapter and determine major concepts and supporting information/examples. Work with your chapter group to create an outline or relational chart of major concept(s) and supporting examples.

a) Together with your group identify your goals and student learning objectives (SLO): 

· Look up EALRs and Frameworks for History and scan them to determine the content and cognitive demands related to your chapter. List the Frameworks and EALRs you choose to target (write them out – don’t just write down the numbers).

· Based on your decisions about key information in the chapter and Frameworks/EALRs and considering the cognitive demands (recall, comprehension, identifying trends, analysis, evaluation, application, etc.) expressed in the EALRs/Frameworks, write SLOs for your chapter.

b) Next, choose a model of teaching (or combination) for addressing the cognitive demands and sharing what you think is key to understanding the concepts and information in your chapter.  You can work together to develop the lesson plan or decide to try out different models for the different teaching groups.  
c) Then read the Gronlund chapter on Assessment of Student Achievement (on e-reserves).  
· Apply the rules for creating assessment questions.  As a group, agree on and write 4 assessment questions for your chapter– one multiple choice, one matching, one fill-in-the-blank, and one short essay with a scoring rubric. Even if you decide to teach your lesson in different ways, these four questions need to be relevant to what all groups will learn in the TOT lesson.  
· Check to make sure that your questions are congruent with your SLOs and represent the content and cognitive demands outlined in the EALRs and Frameworks you chose to target.  For example, if you want students to recall information, make sure your question requires that; if you want students to analyze, compare, contrast ideas, make sure your question requires those same cognitive skills.

d) Next, write your lesson plan, making sure your lesson is CONGRUENT with your objectives, AND assessments.

e) Post your lesson minus assessment, together with SLOs, EALRs and the MOT you plan to use on ELM, by Sunday, at 5 p.m.  Also, email lesson, SLO, EALRs, MOT and assessment to Grace at the same time. 
f) Wait till TUESDAY after class to post your assessment on ELM.
g) Collect assessments the following Tuesday.  By Friday that week (i) develop answer key, (ii) read, and (iii) provide feedback to your students’ work.  Fill in a roster with assessment results.  Give Grace stack of corrected student work together with roster and answer key.
