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PREPARING FOR RETREAT
This is just a reminder and, hopefully, a useful checklist as you prepare for Retreat Week

1. Complete the Disposition Survey by Tuesday next week.  Email it to your seminar faculty by  9am Tuesday September 23rd.   Our email addresses are attached to the survey and program website.  

2. We suggest that you organize your program materials in a 3-ring binder for ease of adding and modifying handouts and notes.  Bring this binder along with writing implements to the Retreat.


3. Prepare your autobiography project.  You’ll have approximately 10 minutes to share your project.  Due Monday, September 29th

4. Create a Funds of Knowledge box.  Directions are on the next page.  Due Monday, September 29th.

5. Review the Masters in Teaching Guide book in your orientation packet. Directions for the Funds of Knowledge box
Make a box that reflects things about you that are important to you.  Include things about yourself that communicate who you are as a learner and as a product of considerable learning.  Think of your self as a psychological, social and cultural being as you make this box.  Here are some of the kinds of things you can think about as you create this box:


· What are your interests?

· What are the cultural practices you’ve learned that are important to you and/or your families?  
· What are knowledge and skills that you have that are valued and important to your families and/or communities?

· What are other things you’ve learned to do and about which you’ve developed some knowledge that have been important for you?  
On the outside of the box, put all those observable things that somebody might know from seeing you at work in different settings.   On the inside, put those things that are important to you but not obvious to the outside casual observer.  You can choose whether or not to share those by how you make your box, but make a point of acknowledging the complexity of your self.  
Use color, pictures, words, symbols – anything that will help you to illustrate your funds of knowledge.   Be prepared to talk about your box to a small group of your colleagues.
