(From the Skookumchuck, turn around and drive back down Pearl St. to 6th St. At 6th St. make a left. Cross the railroad tracks and make a left turn on Ross St. Make a right on Viettna, another right on Logan, and a right against on 6th. Take 6th back to Pearl St. and turn left. Take Pearl St. to the Carpenters Hall.)
