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The situation in Honduras is dire, but the resistance continues. The labor movement in Honduras has played a central role in the national movement against the coup, mobilizing millions of workers to protest the repression of the de facto regime and advocate for a constitutional assembly to initiate changes needed to support working families.

Baquedano is the Secretary General of the United Workers Federation of Honduras (CUTH), which represents 250,000 urban and rural workers in Honduras. The CUTH, along with the CGT and CTH (two other major worker confederations in Honduras) are responsible for organizing several national strikes in Honduras. These Unions mobilized millions of workers to protest of the military coup, which took place on June 28, 2009. The demands of the strikers included an unconditional reinstatement of President Manuel Zelaya and an end to a government that represses the Honduran people.
