•APPLICATION•

This class requires an application that consists of three sections: Application, Questionnaire, and Project Proposal. Applications can be obtained in the SEM II Cluster Support Office, by contacting the faculty, or going to the Moodle site for the program.

•MODALITIES•

This class offers an opportunity for studying the lively art world of New York City by attending as many art events as possible, having discussions as we experience them, and reading and researching about contemporary arts and ideas. The class will use two different participation modes: a) Group Mode Program Activities and b) Individual Projects. The Group Mode offers students a chance to participate in a learning community where ideas and experiences can be discussed and examined in all-program seminars and shared cultural events. The Individual Projects are self directed activities that will offer an opportunity to focus part of the time in the city on individual student’s interests.

•CLASS THEMES•

This in an inquiry-based class focused on the study the following questions:

· What is happening in the current New York City’s arts “landscape”?

· What is happening in the different genres of art-making?

· What are the cutting-edge and emerging trends in art and cultural production in NY today? 

· Are there new emerging forms and genres of art?

· Do we see any hybridization or interdisciplinary links between different art forms? Where?

· What kind of aesthetic experiences do we encounter when relating to the works of art we find?

· What theories and ideas do artists currently use in their works?

· Are there different contributions made by people of different backgrounds? Do we see any patterns?

· Does the current literature offer informative ways of understanding our art experiences?

· Can we offer our own explanations and understandings of the art scene?

•EVALUATIONS• Dates: 6/6 – 6/10
This program will use a collaborative Joint Evaluation instead of both a Self and Faculty evaluation. This will require a process where students write the main text of the evaluation, and then faculty edits and adds to the text. The faculty will offer two evaluation workshops before the end of the program to help students create the text of the evaluation, students will have the opportunity to write several drafts, the faculty may add to and augment the student text. Students wishing to remain in NYC can opt to complete the final evaluation meeting via Skype.

•READINGS•
Students will be expected to read weekly texts and do research to amplify the readings for seminar. A reading list will be available early March.

•BUDGET•

Students must create a budget and plan to have enough funds to attend all kinds of art events, concerts, theater, performance, and dance events weekly. The faculty will organize the purchase only a few of the tickets using the student fees, so most admission expenses will be on your budget so we can take advantage of things we find in the city that are not available by planning. Museum tickets range between 8 and 12$ for students, theater tickets start at about 20 and range around 60$ (more for musicals). Concert tickets range between 20 to several hundred dollars. We will attempt to attend as many free events as possible, but we will need to pay for admission to most events. Bring your VALIDATED student ID to take advantage of student discounts.

•ADOPT-A-WEEK PROJECT• 

Students will divide themselves in 6 groups and “adopt” a section of a week in the city. The team will select activities for that particular section making sure a good balance of emphasis between the arts is achieved. Students are encouraged to find interesting events that qualify as “hip”, out of the ordinary, or “emerging” to offer a wide breath of experiences.

•FINAL PRESENTATIONS
Each student will create a summative oral and written presentation as evidence of their learning during the class. Students are encouraged to use artistic techniques to complement the written section. The final report must attempt to respond to the questions of the class by framing the experience in the city in theories and ideas encountered in research and seminars. The presentation will be evaluated on the basis of how the student has integrated the experience and research in New York into their own learning, and must show how their individual project has contributed to new ideas, and a sense that the student can place their work or focus of interest in relation to current discourse in the art field.
