Autobiography Project

Due: September 26, 2011
During the fall retreat you will be asked to present an autobiographical project about a significant place in your childhood, and how this place has had an influence on your subsequent life. We expect you to write about your significant place, but your project should include drawings, or photographs, or poetry, or dance, or other forms of expression beyond the written word. 


Specifically, we ask you to recall a special place of your childhood, and reflect on what connected you to that place. What were the details of that place? Call to mind what you were doing when you were in that place. Was it an urban place? Was it a rural place? Was it something else? Did you go to that place with other people, or was it a solo place? Were other creatures associated with your place? Does your special place still exist at this time? How has your experience of this special place carried forward to your adult life? 

We will spend time during the retreat publicly presenting these projects to one another.
