Practicum Micro-Teaching 2 Directions


For Monday through Thursday of Week 4 April 23-26, you will be teaching for three days for at least 30 minutes (ideally longer) each day. There is much to be learned from teaching the whole class but if that is not possible, working with a smaller group will be fine.

Goals for this teaching experience include providing opportunities for you to:

1) teach one concept through multiple lessons

2) become familiar with the new state Teacher Performance Assessment, the TPA (for this micro-teaching you will be completing ALL 4 parts of the TPA)

3) become familiar with Evergreen’s own Student Teaching Assessment Rubric (your cooperating teacher and you will use this rubric to assessing/self –assess your teaching)

Steps for this project: 

1) Consult with your cooperating teacher about what she/he will be focusing on April 23-26. Taking into account the content, theme, or subject you and the teacher agree on, decide on one concept that you will develop over the course of the three days.  Do this early in the quarter. Your lessons should complement what is already happening in class while being separate (you should develop or modify lessons not teach the classroom teacher's lesson verbatim or a teach another prepared lesson without adaptation). Check with faculty if you have questions about modifying what seems like a very good lesson plan.  
2) Make sure that you have read ALL the way through the TPA directions for your content area, and make sure you understand what you need to do for all 4 TPA TASKS
· Task 1: Context for Learning (Parts A, B, C)

· Task 2:  Instructing and Engaging Students in Learning (Parts A, B)
(Video Requirements)

· Task 3:  Assessing Student Learning (Parts A, B, C)

· Task 4: Analyzing Teaching 
3) Check with your cooperating teacher about the logistics of videotaping in your classroom. The footage you collect this time should follow TPA Task 2 Directions.  Follow the school/district guidelines for permission to videotape in the classroom.

4) From Moodle, download and review ALL the documents for this experience. Using the teacher’s expectations and appropriate EALRs, GLEs, Performance Expectations or Frameworks, determine what you want the students to know and be able to do at the conclusion of the three-day mini-unit (i.e., determine your learning objectives).  Remember to focus on teaching one major concept– don’t try to do more than you have time to do well.

5) Complete Task 1: Context for Student Learning.
6) Create a pre-assessment to determine what your students’ current conceptions and knowledge are relative to your learning objectives.  Make sure your pre assessment gives you an indication of what each learner knows or is able to do (in other words, observing a group discussion is unlikely to allow you to assess each student). Keep in mind right from the start that the pre-assessment should be identical or as similar as possible as the post assessment for accurate comparison data (for example, avoid having a very open ended pre-assessment and a specific post assessment). 

7) Administer this pre-assessment at least one to two weeks in advance of teaching.

8) Using what you learn from the pre-assessments, write your plans for each day, including EALRs/GLEs/Frameworks/ Performance Expectations, learning objectives, steps in the lesson, formative assessment, PISL questions, questions you intend to ask, and “teacher talk.”

9) Provide your teacher with a copy of the Teacher Observation Form and ask her/him to give you written feedback on your teaching by filling out the form and including any other written feedback they have for you after watching your teaching.

10) Begin your teaching – and on one of your three days have yourself videotaped teaching your lesson. Please check Task 2 to make sure you understand the content of what needs to be video taped
11)  On the third day administer your post-assessment (as well as the lesson for that day).  

12)  Complete Task 3:  Assessing Student Learning. 

13)  Complete Task 4: Analyzing Teaching.
14)  Hand in a copy of all materials outlined in the Practicum Teaching Evaluation Packet.  These materials should be organized in a single PDF file, complete with Table of Contents. Label the file:  Last Name_MicroTeach2.pdf, and upload the file to your blog on your Advancement to Student Teaching page.  (Please note that you will need to scan in copies of the student work for your assessment analysis in Task #3).
