Sentence Structures

An independent clause contains a subject, a verb, and a complete thought.

A dependent clause contains a subject and a verb, but no complete thought. Often a dependent clause is marked by a dependent marker word. E.g. When Jim studied in the Sweet Shop for his chemistry quiz . . . (What happened when he studied? The thought is incomplete.)
Simple:
has one independent clause

I ran home.

Compound:  has two independent clauses joined by

        A.  a coordinating conjunction (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so),

        B.  a conjunctive adverb (e.g. however, therefore), or

C. a semicolon alone.

I ran home and no one was there.

I ran home, however, no one was there.

I ran home; no one was there.

Complex:
has one dependent clause (headed by a subordinating conjunction or a relative pronoun) joined to an independent clause.

After my baseball game was over, I ran home.

Compound-Complex:
has two independent clauses joined to one or more dependent clauses.

After my baseball game was over, I ran home; however, no one was there.
