History of Education Objectives

Through a series of workshop activities Teacher Candidates will be able to:

· Outline the development of public schooling in this country - reasons, structures, content, and pedagogies, including relationships of democracy and capitalism to schooling

· Identify and critique the Principle of Correspondence as it appears in the history of public schooling in this country, i.e. describe the relationships between dominant culture structures, values, and norms and the instructional content and structure of public schools

· Evaluate, historically and contemporarily, the impact of the ways our schools reflect the Principle of Correspondence on the diverse students who participate in public schooling

· Identify and critique the ways that the Four Functions of Schools exist in our public schools and might affect diverse groups of students

· Explain and critique the historical and contemporary uses of public schools as tools for assimilation and acculturation

· Hypothesize about ways schools, and teachers as agents of change, might embrace and become inclusive of the structures, values, and norms of the various cultural groups who make up our society. Evaluate whether such changes are desirable in a democracy based on capitalism - who would benefit, who would not?

· Design assessment questions that are connected to Learning Objectives and GLEs and that are appropriate for the type of knowledge and cognitive skill to be assessed
