· Thoughtful development of PGP during MIT Year 2 to meet residency certification criteria, improve your teaching practice and positively impact students 

· Consider costs/benefits and your ability to complete National Boards vs. ProTeach

· Familiarize yourself with NBCT and ProTeach criteria, evidence collection guidelines, reflection guidelines, etc. and begin keeping journals, storing artifacts, etc. when teaching

· Refine your PGP during first years of teaching in light of district goals/targets/needs, your identified professional goals, and possible goals and entries you’ll use for portfolios

· Keep your teaching certification valid and work toward advanced level of certification in timely manner

The cost of the assessment for candidates is $495 for all three entries. If a teacher is successful on one or two, but not all three entries, he/she may “bank” those entries and resubmit the successful entries at a lower cost.
